11. Targets are to be used in the frames or holders provided and are
to be engaged only from the recognised firing points and /or
appropriate shooting station or peg. Any deviation from this is to
be notified, in writing, and approved by the Range Services
Manager.

12. Skittles, falling plates or other hard targets may not be engaged
within Cheylesmore Range

13. Clay pigeons are not to be engaged within Cheylesmore Range
